Hmmm. Honeymoon period is over. I think the kids were actually on good behaviour last lesson, as it was only the second day back after summer. Despite the seating plan, they were very rowdy and difficult to keep on task. Could it be that this is the wrong group to do the pilot with?

Most pupils had, however, completed their HW, some particularly well, with lots of detail and parents obviously enjoying it as much as the kids. I was pleasantly surprised. They all completed the first (tally-chart) section of the worksheet (those who hadn’t brought in their HW copied from others’ work), and the reward/punishment was that each child who HAD completed theirs could write their results on the IWB. Those without stayed at their tables. This worked well, although managing the kids was tricky.

I thought we’d have the highest value for plastic waste.

The discussion of our class results was very difficult to manage. I gathered all the children around the front and gave them prompt questions such as:

· ‘what could have been done with the food waste instead?’ (ans: what do you mean, compost? Don’t loads of maggots get in it?)

· ‘are any of the results surprising to you?’ (ans: yes, paper, but one of the boys had a cold and counted every single tissue he used)

· ‘what problems are there associated with our results for plastic waste?’ (silence). ‘think about last lessons’ work’ (It ends up on the landfill site and doesn’t decompose and is made from oil which is running out)

I then asked the pupils to come up with imaginative ways of getting around the problems associated with the use of plastic and its disposal. Out of 30 kids, 8 had some excellent ideas which I filmed, 10 tried their hardest to disrupt the class, and the rest ‘couldn’t think of anything’.
