An amazing lesson. The starter went brilliantly, with all pupils engaged and many with intelligent contributions made on what makes a good argument. I got two pupils to read out the parts of Alice and Jahida, which worked well.

I had organised the tables in the room into a giant square so one group could assemble on each side. I’d also pre-grouped the class, splitting up any groups of silly boys and girls. Each group had 6-7 pupils in.

The pupils found the planning very tricky and needed help on thinking about arguments that might be made against them. The ‘I do my bit’ group struggled the most- not sure if this was to do with their character, or the people that made up the group.

The debate started very slowly as the pupils were shy and had never done this sort of thing before. They were unsure of what to say and how to open the debate- I had to help with this. Once underway, the debate went really well, with some pupils getting really into it. I was very impressed with the passionate responses some made!

The plenary worked very well, and the pupils came up with some really good ideas on how to get the message of cutting plastic waste to the public, including

· Use of adverts

· Posters

· A film

· Pupils spreading the word to other pupils
